The professional kite fliers will include some very talented people - the Kite Magic team from Sydney who recently gained notoriety for their entry into the Guiness Book of Records for flying the highest kite ever; the Oz Feathers team from South Australia headed by Linda Sanders and husband Kevin who have been designing and making kites and banners for 15 years; Robert Brassington from Tasmania who has been invited to many countries to display and fly kites and to teach design and conduct construction workshops in kite making.  They are also well supported by the enthusiastic Queensland kite fliers and a few extras joining the team this year.

Families can try their hand at sand sculpting, decorate and make their own kit kites, or for the more adventurous try out a blokart along the beach.  The lucky wheel also will also provide opportunities to win a kite.

The markets will commence at 8:00am and the Festival at 10:00am but don’t leave before day’s end as the Festival will culminate in the Bendigo Bank’s monster fireworks show at approximately 7:00pm, a show not to be missed.

Pet owners are advised to keep their pets locked up during the fireworks display to keep them safe.

Hill Street east of Emu Street to Fisherman’s Beach will be closed for the duration of the Festival to ensure the safety of patrons.
